Obedience To The Gospel: 
 
HEAR 
Rom 10:17-  So then faith cometh by hearing, and hearing by the word of God. 
 
BELIEVE 
Mark 16:16-  He that believeth and is baptized shall be saved; but he that believeth not 
shall be damned. 
 
REPENT 
Acts 2:38-  Then Peter said unto them, Repent, and be baptized every one of you in the 
name of Jesus Christ for the remission of sins, and ye shall receive the gift of the Holy 
Ghost. 
 
CONFESS 
Rom 10:10-  For with the heart man believeth unto righteousness; and with the mouth 
confession is made unto salvation. 
 
BE BAPTISED 
1Pet 3:21-  The like figure whereunto even baptism doth also now save us (not the 
putting away of the filth of the flesh, but the answer of a good conscience toward God,) 
by the resurrection of Jesus Christ: 
 
Acts Of Worship: 
 
SINGING 
Col 3:16-  Let the word of Christ dwell in you richly in all wisdom; teaching and 
admonishing one another in psalms and hymns and spiritual songs, singing with grace in 
your hearts to the Lord. 
 
PRAYING 
1Tim 2:1-  I exhort therefore, that, first of all, supplications, prayers, intercessions, and 
giving of thanks, be made for all men; 
 
GIVING 
2Cor 9:7-  Every man according as he purposeth in his heart, so let him give; not 
grudgingly, or of necessity: for God loveth a cheerful giver. 
 



LORD'S SUPPER 
Acts 20:7-  And upon the first day of the week, when the disciples came together to 
break bread, Paul preached unto them, ready to depart on the morrow; and continued 
his speech until midnight. 
 
TEACHING 
Mat 28:19-20-  Go ye therefore, and teach all nations, baptizing them in the name of 
the Father, and of the Son, and of the Holy Ghost: {20} Teaching them to observe all 
things whatsoever I have commanded you: and, lo, I am with you alway, even unto the 
end of the world. Amen. 
 
PREACHING 
Mark 16:15-  And he said unto them, Go ye into all the world, and preach the gospel to 
every creature. 
 
Other Passages: 
 
Mat 7:21-  Not every one that saith unto me, Lord, Lord, shall enter into the kingdom 
of heaven; but he that doeth the will of my Father which is in heaven. 
 
Gal 6:10-  As we have therefore opportunity, let us do good unto all men, especially 
unto them who are of the household of faith. 
 
Acts 17:30-  And the times of this ignorance God winked at; but now commandeth all 
men every where to repent: 
 
Col 3:17-  And whatsoever ye do in word or deed, do all in the name of the Lord Jesus, 
giving thanks to God and the Father by him. 
 
James 2:24-  Ye see then how that by works a man is justified, and not by faith only. 
 
2Tim 3:16-17-  All scripture is given by inspiration of God, and is profitable for 
doctrine, for reproof, for correction, for instruction in righteousness: {17} That the man 
of God may be perfect, thoroughly furnished unto all good works. 
 
Acts 17:11-  These were more noble than those in Thessalonica, in that they received 
the word with all readiness of mind, and searched the scriptures daily, whether those 
things were so. 
 
Col 3:25-  But he that doeth wrong shall receive for the wrong which he hath done: and 



there is no respect of persons. 
 
Gal 6:7-  Be not deceived; God is not mocked: for whatsoever a man soweth, that shall 
he also reap. 
 
John 3:16-  For God so loved the world, that he gave his only begotten Son, that 
whosoever believeth in him should not perish, but have everlasting life. 
 
Luke 13:3-  I tell you, Nay: but, except ye repent, ye shall all likewise perish. 
 
Luke 14:11-  For whosoever exalteth himself shall be abased; and he that humbleth 
himself shall be exalted. 
 
Acts 26:28-  Then Agrippa said unto Paul, Almost thou persuadest me to be a 
Christian. 
 
Rom 2:11-  For there is no respect of persons with God. 
 
1 Cor 14:40-  Let all things be done decently and in order.
